- Take the A414 towards Hemel Hempstead town centre

- Continue over a series of roundabouts following signs to the A41 (Aylesbury and Watford)

At the junction before the A41 turn left along the A4251 (London Road) towards Kings Langley
The site entrance is on your left after the mini roundabout that provides access to the Apsley Mills
